Supplementary Regulations
Introduction 
Welcome to Basingstoke Motor Club’s first event of 2018. The Norseman returns after a one year absence, with a challenging 90 mile route through some of North East Hampshire's finest lanes. 

Traditionally a September event, the Norseman has taken a Winter slot this year. With the weather hopefully contributing to test drivers further, and combined with navigation that is set to ensure that everyone finishes, we anticipate another first class rally for all contestants.

Starting from our favourite pub, The Sun Inn at Dummer. We can recommend the cuisine should you want to eat prior to the event.                               

Once again, £2.50 from each entry fee will be donated to our chosen charity, Naomi House.
Announcement
Basingstoke Motor Club will organise and promote a 12 car navigational event on Friday 2nd February 2018. The event will be governed by the General Regulations of the RAC MSA, as modified by these Supplementary Regulations and any Final Instructions issued by the organisers.
Eligibility
The event is open to elected members of Basingstoke Motor Club and the following invited clubs: Windsor MC; Guildford MC; MCC; Dolphin MC; Boundless; Farnborough DMC; Southsea MC (This can be modified if your club is not on the list). 
Classes
The event will consist of two classes:  Expert and Novice. Novice Navigation will be very basic and examples of all Novice navigation used can be found in 'Ron Slott's' tutorial on the Tarcus Rallying website: http://tarcus-rallying.weebly.com/ron-slotts-slot.html Beginners are encouraged to enter as Novices. Crews will be classified at the organiser’s discretion.
Route
The route will consist of approx. ?? miles of surfaced and unsurfaced roads on OS 1:50000 on Map ???, latest edition. Organiser’s times and mileages are deemed correct and as such are not open to protest.
There will be no fuel available during the event, although there is a Sainsburys Petrol station at  185/602488. Competitors should carry sufficient fuel for 100 miles. Fuel will be available at the finish.

The event starts from The Sun Inn, Dummer. (MR-185/578465)  and will finish at the McDonald’s restaurant, at Sutton Scotney Services on the A34 (Southbound – MR-185/45954000).
Fees
The entry fee is ₤20.00 per crew and insurance (see below) is available for £13.00
The maximum number of entries is 12; the minimum is 6. If the minimum is not reached, the organisers reserve the right to cancel or postpone the event.

All entries must be made on the official entry form and posted to'???? ???? ????? ???? with the correct fee. Alternatively by email to  ?????????????????  and pay on the night.
Schedule
The entry opens on publication of these SRs and closes at 8:00pm on Friday 26th January 2018.

Signing on and Scrutineering opens at 6.45pm and closes at 7.30pm on Friday 2nd February 2018.

Any crew not signed on by 7.30pm will be deemed to have withdrawn their entry, and a reserve may run in their place.

A competitors’ briefing will take place at 7.45pm sharp, at Rally HQ, inside the Sun Inn. 

First car is away 8.01pm and is due at the last control approximately 11.30 pm.
Insurance 
The Organisers have applied to Jelf Insurance Partnership for a Blanket Cover Note under the above scheme. This will provide competitors who need to use the scheme with the third party cover necessary to meet RTA requirements on the road sections of the event.

The basic rate for the event before any loadings will be £13.00. All applicants wishing to use the scheme must be able to comply with all points of the Jelf Insurance Partnership’s Declaration: -

· I do not have Third Party Road Section cover on my current motor insurance.

· I am aged 20 or over.

· I have had no more than 1 fault claim in the last three years.

· I have no more than maximum of 6 conviction points on my UK driving licence

· I have the appropriate competition licence as well as a UK/EU driving license and if my license is provisional I will be supervised by an adult over 25.

· I have no physical or mental disabilities.

· I have no other material facts to disclose.

· Anyone aged less than 20 years will also be accepted at the same price should their co-driver be a more senior member of their family or over 25.

If you comply with all points above no Letter of Acceptance will be required. If unable to comply with any of the above points you will be required to complete the Declaration form (the form can be obtained by contacting the event organiser or Jelf Insurance Partnership) which should be forwarded either to the organisers or direct to Jelf Insurance Partnership prior to the event to allow sufficient time for a letter of acceptance to be issued.

Navigation
Plot and bash navigation will be used, with straightforward instructions.

Each class may receive different navigation, in sealed envelopes issued at the start, which will be inspected by marshals at Passage & Time Controls. 
Controls
There will be two types of control; Time Controls (TC), Passage Checks (PC). DSOs will be present on this event, and although unlikely, you may be required to stop. 

Time Controls will be 'manned' and you should ensure the marshal records your time in the correct place.  You may wait in controls for your due time (if you arrive early), but cannot open the navigation envelope or leave the control area until your due time. Please park sensibly so as not to obstruct other competitors and road users.

Passage Checks will take the form of code boards, which should be recorded on your time card in the correct place, and signed for at the next staffed control. Some PCs may be manned.

Please ensure the information recorded on your time card is legible!

Controls will close 30 minutes after the due time of the last car. Maximum Lateness is therefore 30 minutes.
Marking
Marking and penalties will be applied as follows:

Exclusion 

Ties will be resolved by furthest cleanest, then in favour of lower class, then by lowest capacity.  Beyond that, the organisers reserve the right to use any means they deem appropriate. (Pistols at dawn will not be an option).
Quiet Zones
Any area with a non-national speed limit or which is obviously built up should be treated as a Quiet Zone.  These areas should be driven through in the highest possible gear, with auxiliary lights turned off.  Other Quiet Zones will be notified in the Final Instructions and navigation.

North East Hampshire is not overly populated, however it does contain some high density clusters making it impossible to avoid villages and speed limits. Please treat the route and those who live on it with respect, and remember that DSOs are present on this event.
